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Overview of IYCF-E Module 1 version 2.1 2010
The IYCF-E Orientation, Module 1 version 2.1, 2010 is a package of resources to help in orientation on infant and young child feeding in emergencies (IYCF-E). These resources are targeted at emergency relief staff, programme managers, and technical staff involved in planning and responding to emergencies, at national and international level.

This orientation package is an update of Module 1 on IYCF-E produced in 2001. The updated content has been developed by the Emergency Nutrition Network, IFE Core Group members and collaborators. This version includes Sphere 2011 and the latest WHO guidance on infant feeding and HIV (2010). 
The Module uses the Operational Guidance on IYCF-E as a guiding framework to support its implementation. This package supports the content of the Harmonized Training Package Module 17 on Infant and Young Child Feeding v2.0 2010.  

Note: some of the materials refer to IFE rather than IYCF-E, it is reminded that both IYCF-E and IFE refer to the same issues but recently it was decided that IYCF-E would be a more suitable term.

The IFE orientation package comprises:

1. E-learning lessons (NOT INCLUDED IN THIS TOOLKIT AVAILABLE ONLINE AT: http://lessons.ennonline.net/) 
These lessons have been developed by the Emergency Nutrition Network (ENN) and IFE Core Group members, funded by the GNC. The IFE e-learning lessons were produced as part of a package of resources to help in orientation on infant and young child feeding in emergencies. These resources are targeted at emergency relief staff, program managers, and technical staff involved in planning and responding to emergencies, at national and international level. They can be used in self learning, in preparation for a face-to-face training, or as a group exercise.

It consists of seven lessons; each lesson takes about 40 minutes to complete. The lessons do not have to be completed at the one time, but ‘remember’ where you’ve stopped so that you can return and continue. 

These online lessons support and build on the content of Module 1 on IYCF-E and Module 17 (Infant and Young Child Feeding) of the Harmonised Training Package may be found on ENN Online. 
2. Training resources (included in this toolkit)
These comprise PowerPoint presentations and exercises for face to face orientation sessions. The materials have been informed by a number of pilots in training settings with different groups. It consists of: 

· Facilitators Guide: 

This provides a facilitator with some ideas for planning a session on IYCF-E for different timings and groups. It introduces the different resources available here, and how they might be used.

· Silent presentation on IYCF-E (PowerPoint)
This comprises a series of slides with little words that reflects scenes and pictures from around the world on IYCF-E. It has been used as an opening presentation to ‘set the scene’ or over break times in training sessions. It should be amended to suit your context. 

· Essential orientation on IYCF-E (1 hour) (PowerPoint – updated to include WHO HIV 2010 guidelines and Operational Guidance on IYCF-E WHA resolution 2010)
This comprises a series of PowerPoints with simple notes to guide the facilitator.
· Essential orientation on IYCF-E (bonus content) (PowerPoint )
This comprises slides that can be used to expand on content for different groups or for different timings. Bonus slides are included on assessment, HIV, the International Code, and essential orientation. Samples of a ‘bare minimum’ series of slides and a more detailed orientation are also included. Note whilst the other sections refer to IYCF-E these slides refer to IFE at present, it is reminded that both IYCF-E and IFE refer to the same issues but recently it was decided that IYCF-E would be a more suitable term. 

· Working Groups
The following may be useful when conducting training: 
· Country Problem Analysis and Country Action Plan both of these exercises are best used when determining the needs / gaps in a country and then comparing countries.

· Scenario 1 (urban, Africa) – Participants sheet and Answer sheet

· For more examples of scenarios to use and exercises then see the Harmonised Training Package, Module 17, Part 3, Trainers Guide.(AVAILABLE IN THIS TOOLKIT – see Detailed Training section. It is also available online at ENN Online. 
3. Technical Notes (included in this toolkit)
This detailed material was developed to supports the online lesson content and training resources. It should be useful background reading for facilitators and for those looking for more detail to target different groups and topics. It is divided into three sections: 
· Section 1: Why IFE Matters
This section presents the evidence why IFE/IYCF-E is a key consideration – it includes a section on HIV.

· Section 2: Making it Matter

This section looks in more detail at the provisions of the Operational Guidance on IFE and using this framework, explores how to implement them.

· Section 3: Making it Happen

4. Pre/post training questions are available for an essential orientation on IFE. (Adapted version included in this toolkit)
